The Community ID is a local government-issued photo identification available to residents of Johnson
County. The ID was established to ensure that all members of our diverse community are welcomed and
can participate fully in the economic and social life of our county.

The Community ID costs $8 for adults and is valid for four years from the date of issue; for children, it costs
$4 and is valid for two years. The ID can be used to: open bank accounts, confirm your identity, get a
library card, interact with schools and City/County agencies, and receive promotions at participating
businesses.
